Students may apply for entrance to the Bachdor of Musdcal Arts program at the end of
thar fourth semester. During thefirst two years of study, students progress in theory,
basic mudcianship, mudc literature, and performance track applied courses will be
monitored. Students mug achieve a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 to
be admitted to the BMA degree program.

Students in the Bachelor of Musical Arts program are responsible for choosing ensembles
that will nurture their professional growth as performers. Therefore, a variety of
ensembles, small and large, should be selected. Advisers and applied instructors should
be consulted regarding ensemble choices.

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The student must be enrolled in an ensemble every semester he/she is in the program.
This is true even if the 8-credit minimum has been met.

The 8-credit minimum must be earned from participation in at least two different
ensembles.

All of the 8 required credits must be earned by participation with the major
instrument/voice with the exception of keyboard majors. (See item 6.)

In addition to these required credits, other ensembles may be elected throughout the
program upon the advice and consent of the applied instructor and the adviser.

A student in academic difficulty must obtain the adviser’s consent to register in more
than two ensembles per semester. Academic difficulty is defined as a GPA below 2.5
and/or any music course not passed (grade of D or F).



APPLIED MUSIC REQUIREMENTS

Bactelor of Musical Arts studernts must complete eight semesersof applied study on an
instrumert atthe PERFORMANCE (3-credt) level. The student's performance areais determined
through the studertOsudition. The auwdition also determinesthe level at which the studert will
study in hisor her regpecive program. Successful completion of eachlevel is prerequisite for
errollmert in the next higherlevel. Juriesare held every semegerto ensure that studerts qualify
for study atthe next level.

Pleag note that studerts who have received a scholarship must earn gradesof BOor higherin
their applied study each semeger.

Applied Music Lesson Policy

Lessons carcelled by faculty will be recheduled during the semeder. If astudent givesprior
notice (atlead five hours) that he/she camot cometo the lesson, every attemp will be madeto
make up thelesson. If astudent missesalesson and doesnot notify in advance, the lesson will
not be made up. Students are expectedto be on timefor lessons. If astudent camot cometo a
lesson, he/she should e-mail the instructor or leave anote in the instructorOsmaibox (235 Music
Building I).

Re-audition Procedures

Jury Examinations

Because performarce ahility is anessertial part of all School of Music degreeprograms, all
studerts arerequiredto demamstrate performance akility in their major appliedareabefore a
facuty jury atthe end of ead semeger of appliedinstruction. The purposesof these
examinations are (1) to assess the studertOgrogress in his or her major performance areg and (2)
to serve asthe prerequisite for advarncing to the next level of appliedinstruction.

Juriescomprise threefaculty memtlers (atleas two from the applieddivision). The jurors will
submit to the music offi ce their writtenevaluations and a composite grade (whichis advisory to
the studentOsnstructor). These itemswill be includedwith the studert® recads. Copiesof the
evaluations ard the grade will be availal e to the student from the music office. Repertory sheet
previously filledout by the studert will also beincluded in the studertOdile.
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Recital Performance Requirements

All B.M.A studerts should have performedatleas one major work on arecital by the end of the
fourth semeder, a major work being definedasa work or works of tento fifteenminutesin
lergth.

By the end of the sixth semederthe B.M.A. major should have performedin recital awork or
works of thirty minutesduration, equivalert to a half-recital.

A full-length recital is required of all B.M.A. majors, normally presertedduring the studertOs
fourth year.

A writtenevaluation of the full-length recital shall be submitted by each member of acommittee
of atlead threewhich shall include the performerO#nstructor and one facuty member from
outside the performarce area who is selected by the Undergaduate Committee These
evaluations will be placedin the studertOdile and will be availabe to the studert. It isthe
regonsibility of the studert ard instructor to notify the judgesof achangein date. If the judge(9
have a conflict, atape recading shall be submittedfor adudicaton.
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PIANO PROFICIENCY EXAMINATIONS

All B.M.A. students must pass a piano profi ciency examination at some point in their
undergraduate careers (Students for whom piano isthe primary instrument are assumedto have
metthisrequirement.) The studert must meetthe following proficiencies

Be preparedto play all major and harmonic minor scales, threeoctaves hands together with a
consistert temym.

Given48 hours, prepare anaccompanimert for anassignedmelody using I, IV, V7, V7/V,
and V7/1V chords in original key and transposedto the following keys. C,D, E, F, G, A, B-
flat, and E-flat. Accompaniment style should be representative of implied melodic style.

Musically preparetwo contraging piecesof the same diffi culty asthe Bach Little Preludes
and/or Book 111 of BartokOsviikrokasmos.

Be preparedto play all major and minor white-key arpeggios, threeoctaves hands together
with a consistert tempm.

Sight-readhymns and musical examplescomparabe in diffi culty to the second half of
volumell of the Diller-Quaile piano method or Volumell of Mikrokosmos.

Piaro profi ciency examswill be off eredat the end of eachacademic semeger. It isthe studertOs
regonsibility to regsterfor the examination. Studerts areto erroll in piano coursesuntil such
proficiency is met
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COMMON HOUR, RECITAL, AND CONCERT ATTENDANCE

Developing familiarity with a broad repertory of music and acquiring skills of critical listening
areimportant agects in the training of amusician. Therefore, students are expeciedto take
advartage of every opportunity to attend performarcesof music, both on ard off campus. More
than 100 performancesarescheduled eachyea on the Univerdty Park campus. Thes include
Certer for the Performing Arts programs, faculty and studert recitals, concerts by School of
Music ensembles ard special School of Music-sponsoredprograms. In addition, thereisa
Common Hour each Friday (2:3088:20 p.m.) in the Esber Rectal Hall. These programsinclude
student ard facuty performarces aswell asdemonstrations and lecturesby facuty and gueds of
the Sclool of Music. Students are expectedto attend Commaon Hour eachweekand areasnabe
number of the mary events sponsored by the Sclool of Music eachyear. (SeeAtterdance
Requiremert below.)

Attendance Requirement (Music 101: Common Hour)

Music 101: Common Hour is required of all students pursuing undergraduate degrees in
music. Thiscourseisdesgnedasavehicle for monitoring student atendance at concert,
recitals, mager classes lecures and Common Hours in the School of Music. Attendance at 150
events will constitute satisfactory completion of the course. At leas 40 of these events must be
Common Hours. Attendance at Common Hours will be monitored by Sigma Alpha lota.
Recads of attendance are maintained by the School of Music office.

It is the studertOsegonsibility to provide signed programsasverifi cation of attendance at
concerts, recitals, mader classes lectures and Common Hours. Verificaion of atendance at all
Common Hours and all School of Music-sponsored Esber Rectal Hall events will be collecied
immedately atthe conclusion of those everts at the ticket counter outside the recital hall. All
other program attendance verifi cations areto be depositedin the desgnatedfolder locatedin the
mail room (235) on the secand fl oor of Music Building .

Students redgster for this course the semeder in which their total attendance will reach150 everts.
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
